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At Kirk Fenton C of E Primary School, the EYFS curriculum is designed
to encourage independent, inquisitive and happy learners. We
maximise cross curricular links, put reading at the heart of everything
we do and support our children to build strong foundations for their
future. Children learn through a balance of child-initiated and adult-
directed activities and challenges. The weekly timetable is carefully
structured so that children have rigorous directed teaching in English,
mathematics, phonics and reading every day

Children are provided with plenty of time to engage in exploration and
play throughout a variety of experiences, which are carefully planned
to engage and challenge them in the provision, both inside and
outside.

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The whole school uses Class Dojo to communicate with parents. It
keeps you updated on what your child’s class is learning - often
with photos of your child - and informs you about upcoming events
and activities.

You can also use the app to share your child’s
learning and achievements.

Speaking to staff

Staff will be available on the door in the morning and at the end of
the day should you need to share any important information. You will
notice that Reception is different to private nursery in that we do not
give individual debriefs each day. Rest assured, we will let you know if
there's anything significant to report from your child's day. For longer
or more personal conversations, we welcome you to make an
appointment. This can be made directly with the class teacher or
through the school office.

Parent consultations take place in the autumn and spring term. This is
an opportunity to discuss your child's wellbeing and progress. A
written end of year report will be sent home at the end of the school
year. This summarises and describes your child's attainment against
the EYFS learning goals and is a statutory assessment.
